SJS has two logos on file with Lands’ End. Cost for putting on the logo is $5 per item
The “St. Joseph Crest” logo, #0711223K used on all outwear and polo shirts.
The “Cardinal in Sneakers” logo, #0711240K is for the PE gray T shirt.

Only the items below, in the colors listed, are acceptable as part of our school uniform.

Anything else from Land’s End, even if it has the school logo on it, will not be allowed in school.

Every student is required to own a complete, official school uniform in good condition along with an official physical
education uniform. Kindergarteners: Separate PE uniforms are NOT required until First Grade.

General Dress Code Policies at All Times for All Grade Levels
Clothing must be clean, neat, unwrinkled, unfaded, not torn, in good condition and fit well, without being too snug
or inappropriate in length
No make-up or nail polish/decorations will be allowed. Nails should be neatly timmed, not seen over fingertips
from an open palm.
Jewelry for girls is limited to a single set of STUD EARRINGS only, worn on the lobe of the ear, and if desired,
an inexpensive watch and/or a necklace with a Christian pendant.
Jewelry for boys is limited to an inexpensive watch and/or a necklace with a Christian pendant.
Belts must be worn for all non-elastic bottoms. Colors allowed: solid tan, brown or black only. No designs.
Hair must be neatly cut, out of the eyes and face and combed neatly.
Absolutely NO bleached, tinted or colored hair or fad haircuts. Hair gel is fine, but spiked hair is not.
Girls with hair long enough for a ponytail must have it tied back and out of the face.
Boys: Hair must be off the collar, neatly cut, out of the eyes and face, combed. Hair must be trimmed so ears
are visible.
No tattoos of any kind are allowed.
Underwear should never be visible, either through or outside clothing.

REGULAR UNIFORM DAYS
General Dress Code policies are to be followed.
Only the items listed in the Uniform Dress Code are allowed. See attached sheet with Land’s End items.
Belts must be worn with all non-elastic bottoms, and must be plain black, brown or tan with no design.
Socks must be ALL white and cover the ankle. Crew socks and anklets are permissible if they cover the ankles.
Shoes must be rubber-soled. Colors allowed: white, black, brown, navy, grey. Trim is acceptable in the colors
mentioned plus in red. NO high-tops, elevated platform, character-themed or lighted shoes will be allowed.
Wheeled shoes are NOT allowed.
Colored T-shirts or swimsuits are not allowed under uniform shirts, even on PE days. If a T-shirt must be worn, it
must be plain white and not visible.
Shirts are to be tucked in at all times.

‘DRESS UP “ DAYS

Modest, dressier than “free dress” attire. Boys are expected to wear collared shirts.

“FREE DRESS” DAYS

Clothing is to be neat, clean, and conservative. General dress code policies above still apply, including shoes, socks.

In addition, the following rules must be followed:

No drug, alcohol, rock music, gang-related, sexual or unchristian message are allowed on any clothing.
Girls: Sandals must have a back-strap for safety. No heels more than 1.5 inches; no platform shoes.
No spaghetti straps. Tops and dresses may be sleeveless. Straps must be at least two inches wide.
No clothing that exposes the midriff area. No clothing that exposes underwear.

Hemlines must be no more than two inches above the knee.

Boys: Shoes must be worn. No platform shoes.

Items not covered or unclear in our written guidelines will be left to the discretion of the administration.
Homeroom teachers will monitor adherence to the uniform policy. Abusers of the policy will serve detention.
They may also be kept in the school office until a parent brings in the appropriate wear.

Page 11 The girl’s T-shirt is NOT acceptable for our uniform.

Pants: Lands’ End shorts or long pants in KHAKI only—no logo needed
There are several choices in pants but all must be in khaki. NO CARGOS ALLOWED.

We recommend the elastic-waist twill sport shorts for Kindergarten. All around elastic-waist shorts do not need a belt.
All other pants require belts. Belts must be black, brown or tan with no designs on them.

Uniform Top for Boys and Girls Lands’ End polo shirt in RED only, monogrammed with “St. Joseph crest” logo

There are two polo shirts that are acceptable. The only difference between them is the fabric from which they are
made.

Page 5, items A or B in RED only. Remember to ask for the “St. Joseph crest” logo

Page 6, items A or B in RED only. Remember to ask for the “St. Joseph crest” logo. This one is more popular
because the fabric is softer.

NOTE: The qirl's polos on pages 14 and 15 are NOT acceptable for our uniform.

Uniform Pants for Boys Lands’ End shorts or long pants in KHAKI only—no logo
There are several choices in pants but all must be in khaki. NO CARGOS ALLOWED.

Page 64, item A

Page 65, items B or F Items C and E are cargos and are NOT allowed. Item D is corduroy and NOT allowed.
Page 67, any of the pants on this page are acceptable.

Fully elastic-waist shorts do not need a belt. All other pants require belts. Belts must be black, brown or tan with
no designed on them. We recommend the elastic-waist twill sport shorts for the little ones.

Uniform Pants/Skorts for Girls in Grades 1-6




Land’s End shorts, long pants or skorts in KHAKI only—no logo needed. NO CARGOS, FLARES OR SKIRTS.
Shorts and skorts can be no shorter than 2 inches above the knee.

There are several choices in bottoms for girls, starting on page 18.
Page 18/19, item B only ltems A, C, D or E are NOT acceptable.
Page 29, item A only ltems B, C, D or E are NOT acceptable.

Page 31, items A, B, C,Dor E Item F is NOT acceptable.

PE Uniform for Girls and Boys in Grades 1-6

Page 10, items Aor B Lands’ End Performance Super-T in gray only with cardinal logo.
Page 11 Girl’s T-shirt NOT acceptable
Page 55, item E RED only—Land’s End twill sports shorts, no logo needed

OUTERWEAR. Order jackets, sweaters or cardigans from the Land’s End catalog. There are
several options. Just remember that NO HOODS are allowed, and items must be RED with

the St. Joseph crest logo. Ask for the school crest logo #0711223K.

Pages 12/13 A,B,C,DandE RED only

Page 37 Sweaters, items A, D and G in RED only ltems B, C, E and F are NOT acceptable.
Page 56 Track jacket, item A in RED only

Page 58 Fleece vest or jacket, items A or C in RED only

Page 55 Sweatshirt only item B in RED only

BELTS must be plain black, brown or tan with NO DESIGNS. They must be worn with
the chino shorts or chino long pants.

SOCKS must be ALL WHITE ONLY. Socks must cover the ankles. Boys crew and girls
anklets are acceptable. Remember SOCKS MUST COVER THE ANKLES.

SHOES must be rubber-soles sneaker type shoes only. Colors should be in black,
brown, gray, navy or white. Trim is acceptable in ONE of the above colors including
red.

NO high-tops, elevated platform, character-themed or lighted types of shoes will be
allowed.

WHEELED shoes are not allowed and cannot be worn in school.

Items not covered or unclear in our written guidelines will be left to the discretion of the administration.
Homeroom teachers will monitor adherence to the uniform policy. Abusers of the policy will serve detention.
They may also be kept in the school office until a parent brings in the appropriate wear.
